Activities - Please remember that if you are going out of the Scout HQ or undertaking Shooting,
Archery or other adventurous activity in the HQ then you need to send through an activity notification.
The system is working well, its quick and easy and ensures you as leaders comply with POR,
insurance etc.. for notification.

One point that does often confuse is the ratios of young people to adult. The numbers are listed below,
most importantly the event leader is additional to the ratio’s therefore:

Beavers = 1 adult to 6 children PLUS the event leader. 19 Beavers going out therefore would mean 5
adults must go

Cubs =1 adult to 8 children PLUS the event leader, therefore 26 cubs out on a visit would require 5
adults. (4 x 8 plus event leader)

Scouts and Explorers = No specific ratios, you must assess the risks and staff with Adults accordingly

Camping — This requires a Night Away Notification and a Nights Away Permit holder
(http://www.freewebs.com/gordanoscouting/nightsaway.htm) in attendance (Scout patrol camps
exception). As with Activities there is the leader / young person ratio, detailed below and again the
event leader must be additional to this:-

Beavers = 1 adult to 6 children PLUS the event leader. 19 Beavers going therefore would mean 5
adults must go

Cubs = 1 adult to 8 children PLUS the event leader, therefore 26 cubs going would require 5 adults. (4
X 8 plus event leader)

Scouts = 1 adult to 12 children PLUS the event leader, therefore 26 Scouts going would require 4
adults. (3 x 12 plus event leader)

Explorers = No specific ratios, you must assess the risks and staff with Adults accordingly
